Digital footprints are permanently created — what
you post online can have either a positive or negative impact on you and others.

3. Be cautious about your own safety — be aware of safety on the internet such as websites, people and connections.
Provide limited and only necessary personal information about yourself.

4. Respect others and consider that your posts or actions could hurt people. Be mindful of the way you may be using
social media. Understand that your likes, comments and reposts become how others see you.

Use the THINK poster to help guide you when posting to chat, to your classroom learning platforms, on video calls, to social
media sites and anywhere online.
